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nternational cooperation over water resources that are shared between several countries oﬁ’ers:
significant apporfunities. Cooperation helps minimize the impacts that water use in one country ma :
frave on other riparian countries, and allows for a maximization of overall benefits for all basin
countries. Despite a general commitment to cooperation, Central Asia is wilnessing .l'nrensel
competition over water resources. Water policies are often driven by uncoordinated nan'ona:
strategies. A combination of low water efficiency, strong interdependencies, and competing nationai
Coriorties has caused disagreements, and contributed to political and diplomatic disputes betwee |
Mazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan. Insufficient water cooperation
entails significant costs and major risks for the future development of the region. Even if only paris ol
these costs are taken into account, they amount to more than 4.5 billion US$ per year.

By raising awareness of the costs of inaction, and by setting out a variety of pathways towards
eliminating them in the future, this policy brief seeks to support the political rationale for
improving water cooperation.
